Safety Rules for Chemistry Lab

1.
Wear safety goggles at all times (unless permitted to do otherwise).

2.
No horseplay is allowed in the lab area.

3.
Know the location of the eyewash fountain, fire extinguisher, emergency shower, and 


fire blanket.

4.
Read all of the directions for an experiment before starting it.  Re-read each 
instruction before you perform it.


5.
Pin back long hair and roll up loose sleeves if working with flames.


6.
Closed-toe shoes that cover the entire foot must be worn in the lab (no sandals).  
7.
Avoid wearing overly bulky or loose fitting clothing.  Remove any dangling jewelry.

8.
Conduct only assigned experiments, and do them only when your teacher is present.

9.
To avoid contamination, do not return unused chemicals to a reagent bottle unless 


told to do so by your teacher.


10.
Read the label on a reagent bottle carefully before using the chemical.  Always check 
to make sure you are using the correct chemical for that procedure.


11.
Do not leave a lighted burner unattended.  Use a hot plate, not a flame, when working 


with a flammable liquid.

12.
Never carry hot equipment or dangerous chemicals near other people.

13.
When heating a liquid in a test tube, turn the mouth of the test tube away from 
yourself and others.  
14.
Never use chipped or cracked glassware.  Notify your teacher and it will be replaced.

15.
Do not chew gum, eat, or drink in the lab.  Never taste any chemicals.  
16.
Do not touch your face when working with chemicals.

17.
Report all injuries, no matter how slight, to your teacher immediately.

18.
In the event of chemical spills and/or broken glass, immediately notify your teacher.  


She will instruct you as to what you should do.

19.
Wash your hands with soap and water at the end of each experiment.

20.
Leave your work area clean at the end of the experiment.
