Water, water, everywhere at the 
inaugural Shelly STEM Challenge! 
 

On Saturday, December 3, RVGS 
held its first Shelly STEM Chal-
lenge, and it was a barn burner 
from start to finish! Our Lab Rats 
ran the spectrum from freezing up 
to reaching their boiling points, 
from feeling buoyant to feeling 
sunk, from overflowing with exu-
berance to watching a full day’s 
work go down the drain. It was an 
entire month of Intersession, in-
cluding Project Forum, crammed 
into 5 hours, and our students 
thrived under the pressure. 
 

In total, 8 teams of 4 competed in 
the event. All 4 grade levels were 
represented, as were 4 of our 7 
school districts, and 9 of our 13 
home schools. The gender split was 
close to 50/50, with two teams 
being coed. Sisters competed 
against each other on separate 
teams – apparently blood is not 
always thicker than water – and 
many teams were formed with stu-
dents from different school dis-
tricts. 
 

One team worked best to Les Mis, 
one to Britney Spears, and at least 
one in complete silence. An all-
male team rolled out of bed just in 
time for the 10 AM start, a coed 
team got up early enough to dress 
in matching T-shirts, and an all-
female team planned far enough 
ahead to arrive decked out in Ninja 
costumes. In other words, our par-
ticipants were a mix of typical 

RVGS teenagers. 
 

Western Virginia Water Authority 
served as the school’s industry 
partner for the event, and they 
presented students with a current, 
real-world problem that they are 
desperately trying to solve – the 
loss of 24.5% of their water 
through leakage in their under-
ground pipe system. They chal-
lenged students to come up with 
solutions using only math, science 
and technology, and students were 
required to engineer their solutions 
using only equipment and materials 
provided at the challenge. Con-
struction materials were purchased 
with funds donated to the school 
in memory of Dr. Richard Shelly, 
the Governor School’s founding 
director.  
 

To complete the challenge success-
fully, students had to determine the 
location of holes in pipes without 
being able to see the pipes, which 
proved to be incredibly difficult, 
messy, and full of trial and error. It 
was an excellent first challenge that 
gave our students an opportunity 
to better understand the issues 
facing not just our community, but 
every community.

Mrs. Buch is such the ideal exam-
ple of someone with a picture 
perfect life that it feels as if there 
should be a little white picket 
fence surrounding her desk. Eve-
rything she ever wanted she has 
found right here in Roanoke, and 
she has never even considered 
living anywhere else. 
 

The baby of her family, Mrs. 
Buch grew up with four older 
brothers in Roanoke County. She 
graduated from Northside and 
Virginia Western, married, had 
two daughters, and became a stay-
at-home mom. She subbed as a 
secretary for Roanoke County 
Public Schools when the girls 
were in elementary school, and by 
the time they hit middle school, 
Mrs. Buch was working full-time 
for the County school system. 
Fast forward a dozen years or so 
to 2007, and Mrs. Buch joined 
RVGS. 
 

Secretary is her official title at 
Gov. School, but Mrs. Buch also 
serves as the school’s nurse, 
bookkeeper, and receptionist. She 
tracks attendance, organizes meet-
ings, takes minutes, administers 
medication, prepares purchase 
orders, and completes payroll. She 
keeps the school calendar, sched-
ules fire drills and field trips, 
makes conference appointments, 
and submits maintenance work 
orders. She keeps the copier run-
ning, handles the cash that comes 
in and out of Gov. School, and 

does the administrative work for 
Student Project Forum. She an-
swers the phone and door dozens 
of times each day and communi-
cates daily with all 13 of our stu-
dents’ home schools. Basically, 
she runs the place. 
 

When I asked Mrs. Buch about 
what she likes doing outside of 
school, she didn’t have any likes, 
but she had a long list of loves. 
She loves to sing, and she and 
husband, Marc, often sing togeth-
er at church services, weddings 
and funerals. She loves Southern 
Gospel and country music, and 
she loves to go to concerts. She 
loves cruises, and has had some 
amazing adventures like swim-
ming with the dolphins in Nassau 
and zip-lining in Honduras. 
 

Mrs. Buch loves the beach, she 
loves to decorate for Christmas, 
and she loves to enter contests. 
She once won an all-expense paid 
trip for two to New York City to 
hear N’Sync play Madison Square 
Garden, and she was able to 
take her younger daughter, 
Sara, on the trip of a lifetime. 
Mrs. Buch loves her family, 
and she absolutely adores her 
grandchildren, Madie and 
Ryan. 
 

Mrs. Buch loves her job, she 
loves the people she works 
with, and she loves her kids at 
school. “They feel like my 
own children,” she said. 

“They come in as freshmen or 
sophomores, and I get to watch 
them grow up.

On October 26th and 27th, AP Physics held their annual Pumpkin Launching contest. Students worked in 
teams for approximately two weeks outside of school developing trebuchets that could launch small 
pumpkins the maximum distances. This year, the designs of the 
trebuchets varied considerably, from our first ever metal trebuchet 
to our standard wooden trebuchet. Besides just launching the 
pumpkins, students had to videotape their launch and then analyze 
their video using special software that would help them determine 
initial velocities and launch angles. From this data, students were 
given the task of trying to determine the average drag force that the 
pumpkin encountered. Overall, both days were quite successful. 
The weather was gorgeous and several groups had some very suc-
cessful launches. AM1’s top team was Ryan James, Trevor Buz-
zard, and Ben Phillips with a launch of 205 feet. AM2’s top team 
was Olivia Menezes, Drew Freeland and Edward Rodriguez 
(pictured here) with a launch of 227 feet. The launch of 227 feet is 
RVGS’s new official record and will be tough to beat for upcoming 
AP Physics classes.

Recognizing that the Atomic Force Microscope is a ma-
jor investment, it is likely to take two years of fundraising 
to collect enough money to purchase it. This year’s fund-
raising goal is $25,000.
