3.  Review of Financial Report / Possible Changes to Silent Auction Format
Mr. Levy stated the 2017 – 2018 combined Annual Appeal Donations, Silent Auction/Raffle/T-shirt sales were up from 2016 – 2017.  Mr. Levy discussed the move away from the traditional Silent Auction to the gift card based option and pointed out that although the Silent Auction/Raffle/T-shirt sales were almost the same as the previous year, Annual Appeal Donations were considerably higher which made up the difference.  Mr. Levy stated Lisa Nielsen will head up the 2018 – 2019 Silent Auction
4.  Review of Funding Requests
Mr. Levy discussed the 2018 – 2019 Fundraising Requests.  Mr. Levy pointed out that there is a target of $10,000.00 to remain in the Foundation account at all times.  Current cash on hand is $38,653.83 (pending payment for T-shirt order).  After the requested expenditures have been paid the balance will be $13,653.83.  The Fundraising target for 2018 – 2019 is $25,000.00.
Mr. Levy discussed the upcoming presentation by Dr. Saundra McGuire.  Dr. McGuire will speak on ways to improve grades and study skills that will take students through college.  Dr. McGuire will present to parents on Sunday evening, November 18, 2018 and to faculty and students on Monday, November 19, 2018.  The cost is $4,000.00 (RVGS and Foundation to split cost).
Mr. Levy stated the need for purchasing an additional 3D Bioprinter due to interest students have in using a Bioprinter to aide in their science projects.  The cost of the printer is $4,500.00 (RVGS and Foundation to split cost).

Mr. Levy discussed securing a third slot at the International Science & Engineering Fair (ISEF).  The cost for a slot varies depending on location and cost of hotel, airfare, meals, etc.  Mr. Levy stated a ball-park figure of $5,000.00 per slot.  Mr. Levy has been working with Novozymes to become a corporate sponsor.  Novozymes has generously sponsored $1,000.00.  Mr. Levy has requested the Foundation sponsor $2,500.00.  This will leave a balance of $1,500 to be raised in corporate sponsorship.  There was a suggestion to contact VTCRI for sponsorship.
